This Request for Bids (RFB) is intended to provide vendors with a common, uniform set of specifications to assist them in the development of their bids and to provide a uniform method for the County to fairly evaluate bids and subsequently select a vendor from which to purchase these ambulances.  

In responding to this RFP, vendors should follow the prescribed format and use the forms included, thus providing the County with data that is easily compared with data submitted by other vendors in order to fairly and objectively evaluate the proposals.

The County assumes no responsibility for conclusions or interpretations derived from the information presented in this RFB, or otherwise distributed or made available during this procurement process.  In addition, the County will not be bound by or be responsible for any explanation, interpretation or conclusions of this RFB or any documents provided by the County other than those given in writing by the County through the issuance of addenda.  In no event may a vendor rely on any oral statement by the County or its’ agents, advisors or consultants.  It is the full responsibility of the vendor to thoroughly investigate the needs/requirements of the County not necessarily assumed in this RFB and to submit a bid for two (2) Type I, Class I 2007 or newer Ambulances that have been designed, tested and proven to most efficiently meet the needs/requirements of the County.

Section 2 -   SCOPE, PURPOSE and CLASSIFICATION

2.1
Scope

These specifications cover a new, commercially produced surface medical care vehicle, and hereinafter referred to as ambulance or vehicle.  A vehicle in compliance with these specifications shall be defined as a standard ambulance.  This vehicle shall be in accordance with the Ambulance Design Criteria of the National Highway Traffic Administration, U.S. Department of Transportation in Washington, D.C.  These bid specifications are based on the Federal Ambulance Specification KKK-A-1822E.

2.2
Purpose

The purpose of this document is to provide minimum specifications and test parameters for the manufacture of an emergency medical care vehicle that meets the needs and desires of this Agency.  This document also establishes essential criteria for the design, performance, equipment and appearance of the vehicle.  The object is to provide a vehicle that is in accordance with nationally recognized guidelines.

Classifications

In accordance with KKK-A-1822E, these specifications call for the following type of vehicle:


Type I – Cab/Chassis with modular ambulance body.



Class I – Two rear wheel driven (4x2)

2.4
General

This is an engineer, design, construct and deliver type specification and it is not the intention of this Agency to eliminate or disqualify  vendors or manufacturers of similar or equal equipment of the types specified.  It should be noted, however, that this specification is written around specific needs of this Agency.  With the intent to standardize certain components, therefore, in numerous places we have named specific brands of components.  This has been done to establish a certain standard of equality.  Other brands will only be accepted providing the vendor provides documentation in the bid that the particular brand offered meets or exceeds the quality of the actual brand called for in the specification.

2.5
Materials

The emergency medical care vehicle, chassis, ambulance body, equipment, devices, medical accessories and electronic equipment to be delivered under this contract shall be standard commercial products, which meet or exceed the requirements of this specification.  The ambulance shall comply with all Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS), the Federal regulations applicable or specified for the year of manufacture.  The chassis, components and optional items shall be as represented in the manufacturer’s current technical data.  Materials used in the construction shall be new and not less than the quality conforming to current engineering and manufacturing practices.  Materials shall be free of defects and suitable for service intended.

Manufacturing Ability

It is the intent of these specifications that the manufacturer of these vehicles has the ability to manufacture a complete ambulance within their plant facility, except for the chassis.  The basic modular body must be built “in house” by the manufacturing firm and not “farmed out” to another company, corporation or production site.  Accessories such as light bars, sirens, etc…, are not considered as basic components of the modular body.  The ambulance manufacturer must have significant experience in the construction of modular ambulance bodies and have built a minimum of 2,000 such bodies.  In addition, the Bidder/Manufacturer must include with this bid, proof of $11,000,000.00 product liability coverage.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

Disqualification of Vendors

More than one proposal from an individual, a firm or partnership, a corporation, or an association under the same or different names shall not be considered. Any or all proposals shall be rejected if there is reason for believing that collusion exists among the Vendors, and all participants in such collusion shall not be considered in future proposals for the same work. No contract shall be awarded except to competent vendors capable of performing the class of work contemplated.

Award

The award of this bid will not be based solely on lowest price. Notification of Award

Information and Descriptive Material

Bidder must furnish all information requested.  In addition, vendors shall supply (3) complete sets of drawings, descriptive literature and complete specifications covering the products offered.  The successful bidder will also be required to conduct a pre-construction conference at the Emergency Services office in Asheboro, North Carolina.  At that time all drawings and available options will be discussed and final layouts will be approved and confirmed.  Bids not meeting this requirement will be rejected.

Vendor’s Guarantee

By submitting a bid on these specifications, the vendor binds himself to all conditions in these specifications, irrespective of any formalities in his order acknowledgment.  No attachment or part may be substituted or applied contrary to manufacturer’s recommendations and standard practice.  Any variance with the specifications must be stated with the submitted bid and may, after review of all consequences of the variance, disqualify the bid.  Accessory supplies shall be compiled with the rest of the equipment offered.

Other electrical equipment shall be constructed to conform to applicable portions of the National Electrical Code.  When electrical components are part of the equipment, the manufacturer’s standard guarantee shall apply, unless otherwise specified.

Delivery Completion Requirement

A guaranteed delivery date may be considered in making the award. As evidence this specification is being followed, the Anti-Collusion Affidavit  shall be completed and included in the RFB.
3.20
Warranty

The successful bidder shall provide manufacturer warranty coverage for the ambulance or rescue vehicle conversion, which coverage shall, at a minimum include:

(A) A Limited Warranty on the ambulance conversion: Forty-eight (48) months or 48,000 miles from date of original purchase.

(B) Paint: Seven (7) years from date of original purchase.

(C) Electrical: Six (6) years or 72,000 miles from date of original purchase.

(D) Modular Body Structural Integrity: Fifteen (15) years from date of original purchase.

(E) Chassis: warranty on the chassis portion of the completed ambulance or rescue vehicle shall be the responsibility of the chassis manufacturer.

The manufacturer shall warrant to the original retail purchaser, for the warranty period that the ambulance or rescue vehicle shall be free of substantial defects in materials and workmanship, which are attributed to Warrantor and which arise during the course of normal use and service.  Copies of the of the Warranty Statements shall be included with the bid documents.

Taxes

Taxes should not be included in the bid quotations for any hardware or software. Any sales tax items should be listed as a separate item at time of invoicing.

Payment
